	A1 Early Primary years R-4
Sheep and utes, Michelle Fulton, Global Education Centre. 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If you are what you eat, where have you come from? How does the Lenswood Cooperative support Australian apple growers? This sustains them physically, emotionally and spiritually as their life changes.
Aurdevedic Medicines /yoga practise and the land sustain older people too, in a shared community living environment that is being developed for the elderly who are also homeless and now are cared for in the community. They now have a place to belong and peace in their lives with their health and nutrition integral to their well-being and living off the land.

	B1 Early Primary Middle years R-9
Making a Meal of It
Rosemary Caddan. Australian households throw out around $5 million worth of food every year. That’s a lot of floppy carrots, sprouting potatoes and rock-hard breadsticks going to waste.

This practical and entertaining workshop will help you save a bit of the planet – and some money too – with tips on buying, storing and using up food from Rosemary’s book "Making a Meal of It". Explore ideas for creating fun and interactive classroom activities that take students on a food journey from the paddock to the dinner plate.

	B2 Early Primary Middle Years R-7
A bumper harvest: Farm teaching and learning resources, Katie Silva, teacher-librarian, Wilderness School and SASOSE Council President.

‘Rosie the hen went for a walk...’ and found a cornucopia of stories, books and activities off-line and on-line to support teaching and learning about farms and agriculture.  Links to the Australian Curriculum and a bibliography will be provided.

	B3 Early Primary Middle Senior years R-12
Paddock to Plate

Paul Sandercock, Executive Director and a chef by trade, and Bill Lindsay,  Business Manager SA, Australian Meat Industry Council, will discuss the journey of farm animals from paddock, through processing to the plate.


	B4 Early Primary Middle Years R-9
School Gardens That Never Say Die
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Jackie French. So many school gardens need enthusiastic input from the person who began it, and can die in hot weather, droughts or over the summer holidays if not well planned. There are masses of perennial and less known plants that are perfect for school gardens- easy to grow, and great survivors, and fun and safe for kids to pick.
As Jackie needs to leave 15 minutes early from this workshop to get to the airport, A SASOSE person will lead group discussion for the remaining time.

	B5 Middle years 6-7 
Trialing Australian Curriculum: Geography 
Marg Custance, teacher, Orroroo Area School. Marg is an experienced teacher who has been trialling the new Australian Curriculum: Geography with a combined class of year 7s and 8s. She will outline how she incorporated into her ‘People’ teaching program, the main elements of the new Geography curriculum structure particularly the concepts of place and space, the notion of ‘fieldwork’ and the Geographical Inquiry.’

	B6 Early, Primary, Middle years R-10
Aboriginal cultural studies (ACS) Gary Passmore and Scott Blakemore provide opportunities to explore the elements of the Aboriginal Cultural Studies (Dept. Education & Child Development) resource including through the use of digital technologies. As the ACS resource has strong connections with the Australian Curriculum’s cross-curriculum priority: Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander histories and cultures, this session will support teachers to gain a deeper understanding of the elements of the Australian Curriculum (general capabilities, learning areas, achievement standards).
Authentic and engaging teaching and learning of Aboriginal Cultural Studies can only be achieved through Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal People working together to assist in the knowledge and understanding of Aboriginal histories and cultures.

	B7 Middle years 6-9 

What’s balance? Richard Smith, Friends of the Earth. Participants will work in small groups to examine and share ideas about what they perceive as balanced accounts of technologies such as genetically modified organisms, uranium mining & sales, nanotechnology, local community resilience & food production. Established curricula & professionally responsible approaches to controversial issues.

	B8 Middle Senior years 6-12
Australia’s Farmers: Food for Australians and for the world, 
Francine Smith, Global Education Centre.  Australia leads in meeting the challenge of providing affordable food for the world’s growing population. A hands-on workshop exploring success stories and challenges for Australian farmers.  Global trends in food production; globalisation and land ownership; land management. Links to the Australian Curriculum in Maths, English, History, Science, as well as Geography and Health.
