Course Overview

The idea expressed in international humanitarian law is simple: even wars have limits.

 “Even Wars Have Laws” is a specially designed course for year 10 or year 11 students that explores the rules that seek to limit the effect of armed conflict on people and objects and so reduce the  suffering it causes.  Here in Australia we are lucky, but thousands around the world are victims of war and Australia is now home to many refugees.  The course engages students in thinking about what are the protecting and limiting rules in times of armed conflict; what mandate does the neutral and impartial Red Cross organization have in war and what does it mean to display that famous symbol of humanitarian action, the red cross or red crescent emblem.  The course concludes with a panel session in which people with different lived experiences of armed conflict – including as civilians, Defence Force personnel, humanitarian workers - share their experiences and invite questions from course participants.  

Endorsed by DECS and presented by Red Cross staff and volunteers, the course is supported by final year UniSA SOSE pre-service teachers who have partnered with Red Cross to plan the day’s presentations and will partner the small groups in which students will sometimes work and facilitate students’ active engagement and participation. 

It is envisaged that schools will select 2 or more students per school to participate.  The selection criteria would be determined by the school, for example along leadership lines, particular student interest, study focus or background.  A reporting-back mechanism is desirable, either to the subject’s class group or other school fora.
Students as appropriate are to be accompanied by a teacher or volunteer parent from the school.  Catering is provided for this teacher or parent.

AIMS:

This session aims to provide participants with:

· A brief introduction to the Red Cross Movement, its origins, history and link with International Humanitarian Law (IHL)  
· An overview of Red Cross as a neutral humanitarian agency and its Fundamental Principles – particularly in relation to armed conflict 

· A introduction to the laws protecting people and limiting methods and means in armed conflict: International Humanitarian Law; the Geneva Conventions and their Additional Protocols; who and what is protected  

· An appreciation of how IHL develops in context with major historical events and the changing nature of warfare

>> THE Protective EMBLEMS 

AIMS: 

This session aims to provide participants with:

· An understanding of the distinctive emblems used in IHL to protect people certain civilian objects

· An understanding of what constitutes legitimate use of the protective emblems of IHL during armed conflict

· An understanding of what constitutes misuse of the emblems in peacetime – with an appreciation of the link between peacetime misuse and undermining the emblems’ meaning in armed conflict

>> BLUELAND AND ORANGELAND SIMULATION GAME

AIMS: 

 This session aims to provide participants with:

· Participation in a Simulation Game that will lead to an understanding of the cornerstone principles of IHL (Laws of Armed Conflict - LOAC);  Distinction, Military Necessity, Proportionality and Unnecessary Suffering (Limitation)

· An appreciation of the different status, rights and responsibilities of combatants and civilians

· Practical examples of how LOAC is applied by the Australian Defence Force in its operations - presented by a member of the Australia Defence Force (ADF) 

· An understanding that breaches of the rules can lead to prosecution and an overview of different enforcement mechanisms such as National courts, the military justice system, ad hoc tribunals and the International Criminal Court (ICC)

· An opportunity to bring the content of modules 1-3 into ‘real life’
